I, Daniel C. Richenthal, being duly sworn, depose and state as follows:

l. I am a citizen of the United States of America and a resident of New York, New
York, in the Southern District of New York. I make this affidavit in further support of the
request of the United States of America to the Republic of Bulgaria for the extradition of
Gergana Chervenkova, also known as “Gergana Ilieva Pavlova-Chervenkova,” “Gergana Illieva
Chervenkov,” and “Gergana lllieva Paviova.”

2. From April 2010 through the present, I have been employed as an Assistant U.S.
Attorney in the U.S. Attorney’s Office for the Southern District of New York. 1 am currently
assigned to Public Corruption Unit. Before being assigned to the Public Corruption Unit, [ was

assigned to the Narcotics Unit. My duties as an Assistant U.S. Attorney include the prosecution



of persons charged with a wide variety of federal criminal offenses, including narcotics offenses,
other drug offenses, and the laundering of narcotics and other illicit proceeds.

3. 1 am one of the Assistant U.S. Attorneys currently assigned to represent the United
States in the prosecution of Chervenkova in the case of United States v. Peter J. Riccio, et. al.,
criminal case number 12 Cr. 868 (NRB), charged in an indictment (the “Indictment”™) filed in the
LS. District Court for the Southern District of New York. | am familiar with the charges and the
evidence in this case and have confirmed the facts in this affidavit with a Special Agent of the
Drug Enforcement Administration (“DEA™) assigned to investigate this matter.

SUMMARY OF THE CHARGES

4, As more fully described in the affidavit of DEA Special Agent James Fitzpatrick,
and in the affidavit of Assistant U.S. Attorney P. lan McGinley, a long-standing investigation by
the DEA revealed that from January 2010 through November 2012, in New York, New York,
and elsewhere, Chervenkova and others engaged in a scheme 1o sell, distribute, and dispense
prescription drugs, including those containing controlled substances, over the Internet, and to
deliver those prescription drugs to customers, without the issuance of valid prescriptions (the
“Internet Pharmacy Scheme™).

5. In furtherance of the Internet Pharmacy Scheme, Chervenkova helped to run a
website (www.euromedonline.com) (*Euromed™) offering prescription drugs, including those
containing controlled substances, for sale. On this website, customers could choose the drugs
they wished to order, and complete a medical questionnaire that was sent to a physician who
issued a prescription that was not legally valid, because no in-person examination was performed

and no medical records were reviewed.




6. The prescription drugs offered by sale on this website included those containing

Butalbital, which is a narcotic and a controlled substance under U.S, law. The distribution of this
controlled substance is the basis for the charge against Chervenkova for Narcotics Conspiracy
(Count One of the Indictment), in violation of Title 21, United States Code, Sections 841 and
846, and for the charge against Chervenkova for Narcotics Distribution via the Internet (Count
Two of the Indictment), in violation of Title 21, United States Code, Sections 841(b)(1)(E) and
841(h)(1)(A)-(B). These two charges arise from Chervenkova agreeing with others to distribute
a controlled substance (Count One), and from Chervenkova directly distributing or assisting
others to distribute a controlled substance (Count Two).

7. As more fully described in the affidavit of DEA Special Agent Fitzpatrick, and as
set forth in the Indictment, Chervenkova is also charged, in other counts, with agreeing to
distribute and distributing prescription drugs that do not contain controlled substances.
Chervenkova's engaging in this conduct was a crime because under U.S. law, prescription drugs
can only be distributed pursuant to a valid prescription issued by a physician, and any
prescription issued without an examination of a patient is invalid and illegal. The counts against
Chervenkova in the Indictment that relate to an agreement to distribute and the distribution of
non-controlled prescription drugs are Conspiracy to Misbrand Prescription Drugs (Count Three);
Misbranding of Prescription Drugs and Aiding and Abetting (Count Four); and Mail and Wire
Fraud Conspiracy (Count Five).

8. As more fully described in the affidavit of DEA Special Agent Fitzpatrick, and as
set forth in the Indictment, Chervenkova is also charged with Money Laundering Conspiracy

(Count Six), arising from her agreement to send money to persons in the United States to



promote the carrying on of Narcotics Conspiracy (Count One), Narcotics Distribution via the
Internet (Count Two), and Mail and Wire Fraud Conspiracy (Count Five).

9, As described above, and in the affidavit of Assistant U.S. Attorney McGinley,
certain charges against Chervenkova — specifically, Counts One, Three, Five, and Six — are
conspiracy charges. Under U.S. law, a conspiracy is simply an agreement to commit one or more
criminal offenses, in this instance, conspiracy to distribute or possess with intent to distribute a
controlled substance via the Internet (Count One); conspiracy to introduce and deliver
misbranded drugs (Count Three); conspiracy to commit mail and wire fraud (Count Five); and
conspiracy to commit money laundering (Count Six).

10.  Asdescribed in affidavit of Assistant U.S. Attorney McGinley, a person may
become a member of a conspiracy without full knowledge of all the details of the unlawful
scheme or the identities of all the other members of the conspiracy. If a person has an
understanding of the unlawful nature of a plan and knowingly and willfully agrees to it, joining in
the plan, that is enough to convict him or her for conspiracy even though he or she did not
participate previously and/or played only a minor part. In fact, a co-conspirator can be held
criminally responsible for all reasonably foreseeable actions undertaken by other co-conspirators
in furtherance of the criminal partnership.

I1. However, based on the evidence developed to date, Chervenkova did not
simply agree to join conspiracies. Rather, as is reflected in the facts set forth in the affidavit of
DEA Special Agent Fitzpatrick, and the allegations in the Indictment, Chervenkova took active
steps to further the conspiracies with which she is charged, and to commit herself at least certain
of these crimes, including the distribution of a controlled substance, as charged in Count Two. In
Count Two, as described above, Chervenkova is charged with the actual distribution of a

controlled substance or aiding and abetting another to do so. Among other acts in which
Chervenkova was engaged in committing this offense, and to further the Internet Pharmacy
Scheme, Chervenkova processed two Internet orders, in April and May 2012, placed by
undercover DEA agents for approximately 250 Butalbital tablets (a controlled substance) without
valid prescriptions. Similarly, Chervenkova is charged in Count Four with the actual
introduction and delivery of misbranded drugs, or aiding and abetting another to do so, not just
agreeing to commit this crime.

12.  Under the United Nations Convention on Psychotropic Substances, to which both
the United States and Bulgaria are parties, Butalbital is listed as a Schedule I1l controlled
substance. The Convention also provides that parties to the Convention “shall take measures to
ensure that prescriptions for substances in Schedules 11, 111, and IV are issued in accordance with
sound medical practice and subject to such regulation, particularly as to the number of times they
may be refilled and the duration of their validity, as will protect the public health and welfare.”
United Nations Convention on Psychotropic Substances, Article 9(2).

13.  Butalbital is also a Schedule 11l controlled substance under U.S. law. A Schedule
111 controlled substance “has a potential for abuse less than the drugs or other substances in
schedules | and 11,” and “has a currently accepiled medical use in treatment in the United States.”
Title 21, United States Code, Section 812(b)(3). Abuse of a Schedule 11l drug “may lead to
moderate or low physical dependence or high psychological dependence.” Id.

14.  As noted above, the Internet orders for Butalbital that Chervenkova processed in

April and May 2012, were placed by undercover DEA agents in the United States. When the

orders arrived, the pills were analyzed by the DEA and found to contain Bultalbital.



15. Atthe request of Bulgarian authorities, the United States attaches, as Exhibit A,
the full texts of Title 18, United States Code, Section 1956(h), and Title 21, United States Code,

Section 829(e).

CONCLUSION
16 I'have done my best to provide the information needed by Bulgaria to extradite
Chervenkova. Should Bulgarian authorities deciding this matter require additional information
in order to grant extradition, | request, pursuant to Article 8(5) of the Extradition Treaty, the
opportunity to present supplemental materials prior to the rendering of a decision.

17. Based upon the foregoing, the United States respectfully requests that
Chervenkova be extradited to the United States, Southern District of New York, for prosecution
for the above offenses,

Exhibit A

ADDENDUM TO RELEVANT STATUT ES
Title 18, United States Code, Section 1956(h): Conspiracy to Commit Money Laundering

Any person who conspires to commit any offense defined in this section or section 1957
shall be subject to the same penalties as those prescribed for the offense the commission
of which was the object of the conspiracy.

Title 21, United States Code, Section 829(e): Controlled substances dispensed by means of the

Internet

(1) No controlled substance that is a prescription drug as determined under the
Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act [2]1 U.S.C. 301 et seq.] may be delivered,
distributed, or dispensed by means of the Internet without a valid prescription.

(2) As used in this subsection:

(A) The term “valid prescription™ means a prescription that is issued for a
legitimate medical purpose in the usual course of professional practice by -

(i) a practitioner who has conducted at least 1 in-person medical
evaluation of the patient; or

(i1) a covering practitioner.

(B) (i) The term “in-person medical evaluation™ means a medical
evaluation that is conducted with the patient in the physical presence
of the practitioner, without regard to whether portions of the evaluation
are conducted by other health professionals,

(ii) Nothing in clause (i) shall be construed to imply that 1 in-person
medical evaluation demonstrates that a prescription has been issued for
a legitimate medical purpose within the usual course of professional

practice.,
(C) The term “covering practitioner” means, with respect to a patient, a

practitioner who conducts a medical evaluation (other than an in-person
medical evaluation) at the request of a practitioner who -

(i) has conducted at least | in-person medical evaluation of the patient
or an evaluation of the patient through the practice of telemedicine,
within the previous 24 months; and

(i1) is temporarily unavailable to conduct the evaluation of the patient.



(3) Nothing in this subsection shall apply to -

(A) the delivery, distribution, or dispensing of a controlled substance by a
practitioner engaged in the practice of telemedicine; or

(B) the dispensing or selling of a controlled substance pursuant to practices as
determined by the Attorney General by regulation, which shall be consistent
with effective controls against diversion.
